1 Cut out the Wind Gauge below and glue it to an index card.

2 Punch a hole through the black dot. Tie the string through 
the hole.

3 Attach a paper clip to the other end of the string.

4 Outside, hold the card so the string lines up with “0.” 
Point the arrow into the wind. What number does the string 
line up with now? That’s the wind speed!

5 Try measuring the wind in different spots. Where’s the 
fastest wind?
