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Ready for another surprise? 
Cut the strip along the center line. 
What happens?

Did you have to cross the edge of the paper to get back to 
where you started? How many sides does the strip have?

Draw a continuous line along 
the center of the strip.  
Keep going until your line 
meets where you started.

Turn over one of the ends to put a 
twist in the loop. Tape the ends 
together.  (Put tape on both sides.)
